
Freshman Concert/Jazz Band Uniforms: 

At the Freshman Campus we wear a basic uniform different from that of Plains or Ridge to show that we 
are the Lakota West Band, not students from either Junior School. This uniform applies to all standard 
Freshman performances for the year. At Main Campus a different uniform is used (and most items are 
owned by the school). We wear a uniform to show professionalism and to put focus on the music rather 
than individual students’ fashion. 

For Gentleman: 

Black Dress Shoes (Marching Band shoes are acceptable) 

Long Black Socks (no Logos) 

Black Dress Pants/Slacks (no jeans or sweatpants) 

Black Belt (Plain) 

White Button Down Dress Shirt (long sleeves, not polo) 

Tie (Long tie or bow tie is fine, any color allowed; black, white, and red preferable) 

For Ladies: 

Black Dress Shoes (some embellishments are fine, no strong colors) 

Socks/Hosiery (whatever is appropriate for the shoes you have chosen) 

Pants or Skirt (skirts should go to mid-calf standing, leggings alone are not allowed) 

White Blouse (many styles are acceptable, collars and lace are fine as long as they are white) 

Hair Bows/Accessories are fine as long as they are black/white/red/silver and don’t block views
